Foreigners with a Brazilian residence permit 

Foreign nationals of certain countries have to apply for a C-visa to visit the countries that belong to the Schengen area (comprises Belgium, the Netherlands, Luxemburg, France, Portugal, Spain, Greece, Denmark, Finland, Sweden, Island, Germany, Italy, Austria and Norway.) If you have resided legally in Brazil for the past 6 months, months, and wish to visit either Norway, Sweden, Denmark, Iceland or Finland, please go to the country specific link to check if you need a visa.  
  
 

To apply for the visa, you must contact the Norwegian Embassy in Brasilia or the Norwegian Consulate General in Rio de Janeiro to schedule an interview and to hand in the visa application and related documents. Please note that the processing of the application may take months so we advise you to apply well in advance of your trip, whenever possible. 
 

Supporting documents
The applicant should attach the following documents to the visa application: 

· Passport. Valid for at least 90 days after the desired visa will expire. 

· Brazilian Identity Card for Foreigners (RNE) . Valid for at least 90 days after the desired visa will expire. 

· 1 recent photograph (3x4mm).  

· Ticket reservation. Round trip. 

· Documents supporting the stated reason for the trip to the Scandinavian country.  Business: a letter from the host company in Norway and the Brazilian counterpart; Family/friends: an invitation from the family, (the family should fill out Guarantee Form for Visits); tourism: hotel reservation or travel plan/itinerary from travel agency arranging the trip. 

· Proof of sufficient financial means to undertake the trip. As for example: income tax return documents, original statement from your bank, original wage slips for the last 3 months, travellers´ cheques in the applicants own name, or the Guarantee Form for Visits stating that the family/person to be visited in Norway posses sufficient means to take care of the applicant during his/her stay. 

· Proof of residency in Brazil / proof of intention to return to Brazil. For example: employment contract with Brazilian company, proof of enrolment in Brazilian university/school, marriage certificate (with Brazilian spouse); birth certificates for Brazilian born children; assets held in Brazil, such as a house, apartment, a company and proof of living such as utility bills in the applicant´s name. 

· Fee payable: 60 Euros. The fee should be paid in Brazilian currency equivalent (Reais) upon submitting the visa application at the diplomatic mission and varies in accordance with the currency fluctuation. Please consult the diplomatic mission or the link on the right margin to obtain the current value. Please note that fees are not reimbursed in the event of refusal of visa.   
The applicant should show the following documents upon issue of his/her visa:

· Airplane ticket

· Travel insurance or international health insurance with a minimum coverage of 30,000 Euro. Must provide coverage for the entire duration of the intended trip. 

OBS: Please note that all documents shall be submitted in original plus one copy and that the fee is not reimbursed in the event the visa is not granted.

 

Who is exempt from paying the fee?
· Childeren under 6 years of age  

· Spouse of EEC citizen

· In some cases, scientific researcers 

 

Non-resident foreigners in Brazil
Nationals of countries who require a Schengen visa, but who have not resided in Brazil for the past 6 months in Brazil should apply for a Schengen visa in their country of citizenship or country where they have resided for the past 6 months.
